Notes: 
(1) Members Entitled To Attend 

In respect of deposited securities, only members whose names appear in the Record of Depositors on 13 January 
2017 shall be entitled to attend, speak and vote at the EGM or appoint proxy/proxies to attend and/or vote on his behalf. 

(2) Appointment of Proxy 
(a) A member entitled to attend and vote at the meeting is entitled to appoint a proxy or proxies (but not more than 

2 proxies) to attend and vote in his stead. A proxy need not be a member of the Company and the provisions 
of Section 149(1)(b) of the Companies Act 1965 shall not apply to the Company. 

(b) Where a member appoints 2 proxies, the appointment shall be invalid unless he specifies the proportion of his 
shareholdings to be represented by each proxy. 

(c) Where a member of the Company is an authorised nominee as defined under the Securities Industry (Central 
Depositories) Act 1991 (“SICDA”), it may appoint at least 1 proxy in respect of each securities account it holds 
with ordinary shares of the Company standing to the credit of the said securities account. 

(d) Where a member of the Company is an exempt authorised nominee which holds ordinary shares in the 
Company for multiple beneficial owners in one securities account (“omnibus account”), there is no limit to the 
number of proxies which the exempt authorised nominee may appoint in respect of each omnibus account it 
holds. An exempt authorised nominee refers to an authorised nominee defined under SICDA which is exempted 
from compliance with the provisions of subsection 25A(1) of SICDA. 

(e) An instrument appointing a proxy, in the case of an individual, shall be signed by the appointor or by his/her 
attorney and in the case of a corporation shall be either given under its common seal or signed on its behalf by 
an attorney or officer of the corporation so authorised.  

(f) An instrument appointing a proxy must be deposited at the Registered Office of the Company at 12th Floor, 
Menara SMI, No. 6, Lorong P. Ramlee, 50250 Kuala Lumpur not less than 48 hours before the time appointed 
for holding the meeting or any adjournment thereof.
