MOVING FORWARD

The World Bank hos forecasted thal globaol
economic growth will edge up to 3.1% in 2018 after
a much stronger-than-expected 2017 growth of
3.0%. Eost Asioc ond Pacific region's growth is
expected to siip to 6,.2% in 2018 from an estimated
6.4% in 2017.

Mevertheless, we are opltimistic that there
confinues to be growth opportunities in the
telecommunication industry especially in  the
ASEAN region. We are expecting the demand for
technology infrastruciure to accelerate further os
counfries such as Vietnam and Myanmar catch up
to meet 4G network standards and as 5G network
and “Intemet-of-Things" takes flight. This will be a
key metric for mobile intermet adoption which is
increasingly becoming a necessity in this curent
digital ecosystem which reguires higher data
connectivity and fasler data speeds.

THE ECONOMIC LANDSCAPE

Malaysia's economy continues to perform with an
anticipated GDP growth of 5.8% in 2017 with a
projected growth of 5.3% for 2018 according to the
International Monetary Fund (“IMF"). This is backed
by strong employment, boosting private
consumption and investment which has led to a
growth at o sustained pace despite external
shocks in  Malaysia. Local Mobile Network
Operators ("MNQ") such as Maxis, Digi and Axiata
stil continued fo invest capital expenditure
("Capex") for 4G LTE for both capacity and
coverage requirements to support their internet
and data revenue growth.

On the ASEAN froni, we continue to see strong
growth in telecommunication investments in both
Vietnam and Myanmar where we have a strong
presence in. The growth in Vietnom is driven by
mobile customers demanding foster internet
connectivity from 3G to 4G networks. On the other
hand, as Myanmar is a relatively young nation
there has been a lot of new investments into its
telecommunication network infrastructure  to
support its telecommunication industry.

FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE

For FYE2017, OCK achieved record revenue of
RM492.2 milion; a reported growlh of 22.4%
compared o RM401.5 million in the financial year
ended 2016 (“FYE2014"). The growth was mainly
confribuled by regional businesses expansion into
Myanmar and Vietnam.

The Group reported a profit after tax [“PAT"} of
RM31.9 million which franslates into a 4.9% increase
compared to FYE2014. Excluding the one off forex
losses, the Group's core PAT would be RM32.9
milion. a core PAT improvement of 26.1%
compared to FYE2014's core PAT of RM246.1 million.

OCK's regional business revenue continues to
trend higher, with a confribufion of 34.4% over the
total revenue as compared to 20.0% in FYE2015,
This growth was mainly confributed from the
increase in Towerco business in Myanmar and
Vietnam as well as the managed services business
in Indonesia.

Over the years, OCK has achieved an impressive
compounded annual growth rate (“CAGR"] of
32.8% for revenue and 36.8% for PAT over the pas!
7 yeaors.

BUSINESS OPERATIONS & PLANS

OCK's exponential growth in the Towerco business
began with our partnership with Telenor Myanmar
Limited [“Telenor Myanmar”) through the
procurement of the Master Services Agreement for
a long-term bulld and lease model for 920
telecommunication towaers for Telenor Myanmar,
This was a significant breakthrough for the Group in
2016 as Myanmar

FYE2017 has been a notable year as OCK
confinues fo grow as a regional independent
Towerco with the ownership of over 2,900 towers in
ASEAN. One of the key achievermenl in 2017 that
stamped our mark as a regional independent
Towerco was the successful acquisition of SEATH
which is the largest independent Towerco in
Vietnam.

In aoddition, our second cere business in green
renewable energy focuses on constructing and
owning sclar farms which has been consistently
increasing over the years. The Group now owns 11
farms generating o total of 5.9 mega-watts (MW"
energy.

Towerco Business

The Towerco business brings operational
efficiency to MNOs through the sharing of
Telco towers as well as through the
oplimisation of operations and maintenance.
With tower sharing, MNOs will be able to
reduce operafional cost as well o5 achieve
efficient populalion and area coverage. Al
the same lime. Towercos can generate long
term stable cash flows from the lease of Telco
towers,

Due to the increasingly compelitive
environment for MNOs, partnerng with
Towercos is advantageous for cost efficiency.
As OCK owns more than 2900
telecommunication towers with new orders
and plans to increase our tower portfolio size
within the ASEAN region. we are well
positioned fo benefit from this opportunity.

Myanmar Updates

Since the signing of the Master Services
Agreement for long-term build and lease
contract for Telco towers for Telenor Myanmar,
the Group hos to date handed over more
than 700 Telco towers to Telenor.

Within o short period of time, OCK have also
expanded our client base to all 4 MNOs in
Myanmar and we have secured new leasing
agreements for bullt-to-suit and co-location
with them. The 4 MNOs in Myanmar that OCK
are cumently working with are Telenor
mMyanmar Posts and Telecommunications
("MPT"), Ocredoo Myanmar and Myanmar
Telecom Internafional Myanmar Co. Lid.
[“mytel") which was offered the fourth and
final telecom license in Myanmar early
January 2017, Mytel is a joint venlure between
Viettel (the largest MNO from Vietnam) and o
local comsortium  of Myonmar  Nationaol
Telecom Holding Public and Star High Public
Company.

For FYEZ017, Myanmar's Towerco business has
contributed a revenue of RM44.2 milion with
more than 700 sites thatl are generafing
revenue progressively throughout the yvear. To
date, the Group owns more than B20
telecommunication towers in Myanmar.

OCK will confinue fto deliver the
telecommunication sites as well as seek for
more valuable opportunities in this growing
greenfield market,

Vietnam Updates

Since the acquisition of SEATH on 13 January
2017, the Group became the Ilargest
independent Towerco in Vietnam where we
grew our tower porlfolic from 1,938 fo
approximately 2,000 towers by the end
FYE2017. All our fowers are backed by long
term lease rentals from MNOs.

OCK has also improved the tenancy ratio from
1.24% to 1.28x and we wil to continue to
increase  co-locotions as well as new
bullt-to-suit. In addition, Vietnam's Towerco
market is made up of frogmented Towercos,
we expect this segment of the market to
consolidate and there will be opportunities for
us to acquire these existing Towerco or assets.

MANAGED SERVICES / OPERATIONS
BUSINESS

The managed services/ operalions segment is
in the business of operating and maintaining
MNOs' telco networks which are not owned
by the Towerco business. The Group provides
roufine preventative and corective maintenance
sarvices on o 24/7 basis. to ensure smooth
running for nehworks.

For FYE2017, this business hos delivered o
recurring revenue of RM72.8 million translafing
into an increase of 21.3% os compared lo
FYE2014. The confribution was generated from
the management of more than 28,000
telecommunication sites in both Malaysia and
Indonesia.

3. GREEN ENERGY AND POWER SOLUTIONS

Since the beginning, the Group has been an
advocate of green renewable solar energy.
To date the Group owns 11 farms generating a
total of 5.9MW energy. compared to 7 solor
farms with a total generating capacity of
3.3MW in FYE2014.

The Group wil confinue fo explore for
opportunities to develop more solar farms or
large scale solar power plant projects,

DIVIDEND

The Group declared a single-tier interim dividend
of RMO.01 per ordinory share for FYE2017,
amounting to a total payout of ocpproximately
RMB.7 million which was paid on 28 March 2018,

The Group believes in rewarding shareholders
while continuing tfo oggressively pursue
investments in valuable cpportunities in order to
generate extensive long-term shoreholders’ value,

CAPEX

Total capital expenditure in FYE2017 amounted to
RM 110.0 million which was primarily utilised for the
roll cut of sites in Myanmar, acquisition of SEATH
and new solar farms built in FYE2017. We will
continue to invest and expand our business which
is associaled with telecommunication network
services, increasing our telco sites, acquisition of
independent Towercos in existing or new markets,
and owning more solar green energy farms.

RISK

Operating across various markets has its common
range of rsks. In general, being exposed tfo
government, financial, regulatory, operafional,
indusiry, economic, foreign cumency exchange
rates and reputational risks are risks which we
typically encounter and endeavour to mitigate.

With the Group's operafions set up regionally, OCK
is exposed to foreign cumency franslation risk
primarily from the movement in non-Ringgit
funclional cumrencies. Such exposures are
mitigated through natural hedges in the form of
payables and borowings denominated in the
respective functional curencies. Nevertheless, any
strengthening of the Ringgit will result in a negative
translafion loss for the Group which is accounting in
naiure, non-recuring and deoes not affect the cash
flows of the group.

OUTLOOK

Going forward OCK will continue to maintain our
posiion os the lorgest Telecommunication
Netwark Services Provider in Malaysio through
copitalising on spectrum re-farming by all MNOs,
network  fiberisation, 4G/5G expansion and
managed services for MNOs. In terms of manoged
sarvices regionally, we will maintain our position as
the leader for network monoged services in
Indonesia as we capitalise to win more sites from
MHNOs and towercos.

As we remain focus on building streoms of
recuming income, we will confinue to develop our
regional ASEAN Towerco business by increasing our
telecommunication tower portfolio through
organic and inorganic growth. We will ride on our
strategy to secure more long-term leasing
contracts with MNOs and co-location to increase
tenancy ratio of existing towers in our portfolio.

OCK foresees a phenomenal growth of mobile services to
become a digitalised ecosystem. We are cautiously optimistic of
the telecommunication industry in the ASEAN region. While most
developed countries have reached high mobile internet
penetration, we are expecting the fresh demand for mobile
intfernet from emerging and developing counfries of which OCK is
poised fo be a market leader in.

As we remain cautious given the challenging business
environment, we expect to reach new milestones for the financial
year ending 2018 ("FYE2018"). Operationally, OCK will contfinue to
refine our internal operations' efficiency and to focus our
resources to execute our strategic expansion plans to drive the
next phase of growth for the Group.

In conclusion, OCK will continue to work towards sustainable
recurring earnings growth as we seek to deliver long-term
shareholders' value.

The Board of Directors (“Board”) of OCK Group Berhad (*OCK" or “the Company”) is committed fo uphold
the high standards of corporate governance throughout OCK and its subsidiaries (“the Group”) with the
ultimate objective of realising long-term shareholder value while taking into account the interest of other
stakeholders. This Corporate Governance Overview Statement sets out the extent to which the Company
has applied the practices encapsulated in the Principles of the Malaysian Code on Corporate Governance
(“MCCG") except where stated otherwise.

Details of the Group's application of each practices set out in the MCCG are disclosed in the Corporate
Governance Report, which is available on the Group's website at www.ock.com.my.

PRINCIPLE A - BOARD LEADERSHIP AND EFFECTIVENESS
1. Board Responsibilities
Board Charter and Board Committees

The Board is responsible and is accountable to shareholders for managing the business of the Group.
The Board retains full and effective controls of the Company and is committed to take full responsibility
for the overall corporate governance of the Group, including its strategic business direction and
overall wellbeing.

The Board has retained for itself decisions in respect of matters significant to the Group's business
operafions which include the approval of key corporate plans, major business fransactions involving
either the acquisitions or disposal of business, interests and/or assets, consideration of significant
financial matters and announcements of financial results, appointments to the Board and control
structure within the Group.

In performing its duties, the Board is guided by the Board Charter that sets out amongst othersits roles,
composition, responsibilities, powers, board committees and board meeting procedures. The key
elements of governance principles embedded in the Board Charter regulate the Board'’s conducts
and guide the business strategic initiative of the Group. The Board Charter was reviewed and updated
during the financial year and is available on the Company’s welbsite at www.ock.com.my.

The Board has established three (3) Board Committees, namely Audit Committee, Nomination
Committee and Remuneration Committee that are delegated with specific responsibilities and
authorities to assist the Board in executing its duties and to provide the Board with recommendations
and advice. The delegation of authority fo the Committees enables the Board to achieve operational
efficiency, by empowering each Committee to review, report and make recommendations to the
Board on matters relevant to their roles and responsibilities. Each Committee is governed by its own
Terms of Reference which sefs out its functions and duties, composition, rights and meeting procedures.
These Terms of Reference are reviewed annually in accordance with the needs of the Company
and taking info account the changes in the business, governance and legal environment that may
have an impact on the discharge of the Committees’ duties and responsibilities.

The Chairmen of the various committees will report to the Board the outcome of the Committee
meetings which will be recorded in the minutes of the Board meeting. The ultimate responsibility for
decision making, however, lies with the Board.

Company Secretary

The Board is supported by a qualified and competent Company Secretary who provide advice and
regularly update the Board on good governance, board policies and procedures, administrative
matters and corporate compliances. All Directors have unhindered access to the advice and services
of the Company Secretary, whose appointment and removal is a matter of the Board as a whole.

The Company Secretary also ensures that the Board is kept well informed on any regulatory
requirements and update on the developments in the area of corporate governance that affect
the duties and responsibilities of the Directors as well as the Company being a public listed company.
In this respect, the Company Secretary has attended fraining and seminars conducted by relevant
regulatories to keep abreast with the relevant updates on statutory and regulatory requirements and
updates on the Main Market Listing Requirements (“MMLR") of Bursa Securities.

The Company Secretary also serves notfice fo the Directors and Principal Officers to notify them of
closed periods for trading in the Company’s shares, in accordance with Chapter 14 of the MMLR
of Bursa Securities. Deliberations during the Board and Board Committees’ meetings were properly
minuted and documented by the Company Secretary.

Information and support for Directors

related party transactions, strategic decisions and the overall direction of the Group. Additional
meetings may be convened when urgent and important decision needs to be taken between the
scheduled meetings. All the Directors had committed their time to the board meetings held during
the financial year. Prior to the meetings, notice of agenda together with previous minutes and other
relevant information were circulated to all directors on a timely basis in order to enable the directors
to be well informed and briefed before the meetings.

Besides board meetings, the Board also exercises confrol on matters that require its approval through
the circulation of resolutions.

All the Directors have full and free access to all relevant Company’s information, access to
management and may obtain independent professional advice at the Company’s expense that
are deemed necessary to carry out their duties, subject to prior consultation with the Chairman.

The External Auditors also briefed the Board members on the latest Malaysian Financial Reporting
Standards that would affect the Group's financial statements during the year.

Il Board Composition

The Board recognizes the importance of having a diverse Board in terms of age, ethnicity and gender
as this provides the necessary range of perspectives, experience and expertise in bringing value to
the Company and achieve effective stewardship.

The present Board of nine (9) Directors is made up of one (1) Independent Non-Executive Chairman,
four (4) Executive Directors, one (1) Chief Executive Officer, two (2) Independent Non-Executive
Directors, and one (1) Non-Independent Non-Executive Director.

The Executive Directors are responsible for the making of the day-to-day business and operational
decisions and implementation of Board policies. There is a clear division of duties and responsibilities
amongst them in order to maintain a balance of control, power and authority within the Management.

The Independent Non-Executive Directors are responsible in exercising independent judgement and
fo actin the best interests of the Group in ensuring that decisions made by the Board are deliberated
fully and objectively with regard to the long-term interest of all stakeholders. They have declared
themselves to be independent from management and free of any relationship which could interfere
with the exercise of theirindependent judgement and objective participation and decision making
process of the Board.

The Non-Independent Non-Executive Director acts as a bridge between Management and
stakeholders, particularly, shareholders. He provides relevant checks and balances and ensures that
high standards of Corporate Governance are applied.

The Board is confident that its current size and composition reflects an appropriate balance of
Executive and Non-Executive Directors which is adequate for the scope and nature of the Group's
business and operations.

The opfimal size would enable
effective oversight, delegation of responsibilities and productive discussions amongst members of
the Board.

Gender Diversity

In addition, the Internal Auditors carry out a follow-
up review on the issue raised in the previous internal audit and to ensure that the proposed action
plan has been implemented by the Management to mitigate the risk exposure of the Group.

The independent internal audit function is reporting directly to the Audit Committee. To ensure that the
responsibilities of internal auditors are fully discharged, the Audit Committee reviews the adequacy
of the scope, functions and resources of the Internal Audit function as well as the competency of
the Internal Auditors.

Notice of general meeting

Given the significance of general meetings, the notice of meeting together with the annual report
is sent to the shareholders at least 28 days prior to the AGM, so as fo maximise their attendance
and fo provide sufficient time to consider the resolutions that will be discussed and decided at the
general meeting. Concurrently, the notice of AGM is advertised in a nationally circulated English
daily newspaper. In order to facilitate informed decision by the shareholders, notice of meeting is
also accompanied by explanatory notes on the items of business to further explain the nature of
business of the meeting.

Attendance of directors at general meetings

OCK’s AGM is an important means of communicating with its shareholders. It enables the shareholders
tointeract directly with the Board and gaininsights on the Company’s business and financial position.
It serves as a platform for shareholders to have a full understanding of the Company and of the
Group.

Issues such as directors’ remuneration, financial performance, and Company direction are key areas
which shareholders typically have a keen interest in. During the AGM, the Chairman ensures that
shareholders are given the opportunity to comment or raise issues and questions whether pertaining
fo issues on the agenda, the annual report, Group's strategy or developments in the Group.

4, The Group'’s risk management is primarily driven by all Executive Directors and executed by the
management. The Executive Directors and the management identify, evaluate and manage
significant risks facing the organisation in its businesses and operations. Quarterly Board of Directors
meetings are platform for the Board and fop executives to review and ensure that the business
operatfions are progressed in accordance with the objectives and targets.

5. When formulating the business strategy, the Board would consider and balance the risk and rewards
of its strategies in order to maximise the shareholders’ wealth.

6. The Group has processes for identifying, evaluating and managing the risks that affect the attainment
of the Group's business objective and goal for year under review.

In order to enhance the risk management processes in the Group, a risk awareness and assessment
workshop was conducted on 9 April 2018.

CORPORATE INFORMATION

The Company is a public listed company, incorporated and domiciled in Malaysia and is listed on
the Main Market of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

The principal activity of the Company is investment holding. The principal activities of its subsidiaries
are sef out in Note 15 fo the financial statements. There have been no significant changes in the
nature of these activities during the financial year.

The registered office of the Company is located at Level 2, Tower 1, Avenue 5, Bangsar South City,
59200 Kuala Lumpur.

The principal place of business of the Company is located at No. 18, Jalan Jurunilai U1/20, Sekysen

The ultimate holding company of the Company is Aliran Armada Sdn. Bhd., a company incorporated
and domiciled in Malaysia.

Specifically, this Standard requires
entities to account for expected credit losses from when financial instruments are
first recognised and to recognise full lifetime expected losses on a more fimely basis.

2.4 Functional and presentation currency

The individual financial statements of each entity in the Group are measured using the currency
of the primary economic environment in which the entity operates (“the functional currency”).
The consolidated financial stfatements are presented in Ringgit Malaysia (“RM”), which is also
the Company’s functional currency, and has been rounded to the nearest RM'000, unless
otherwise stated.

2.5 Basis of measurement

The financial statements of the Group and of the Company have been prepared on the historical
cost basis, except as otherwise disclosed in Note 3.

2.6 Use of estimates and judgement

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with MFRSs requires the use of certain
critical accounting estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and
liabilities and disclosures of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements,
and the reported amounts of the revenue and expenses during the reporting period. It also
requires directors to exercise their judgement in the process of applying the Group’s and the
Company’s accounting policies. Although these estimates and judgement are based on the
directors’ best knowledge of current events and actions, actual results may differ.

The areas involving a higher degree of judgement or complexity, or areas where assumptions
and estimates that are significant to the Group’s and the Company’s financial statements are
disclosed in Note 4.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Unless otherwise stated, the following accounting policies have been applied consistently to all the
financial years presented in the financial statements of the Group and of the Company.

3.1 Basis of consolidation

The consolidated financial statements comprise the financial statements of the Company
and its subsidiaries. The financial statements of the subsidiaries used in the preparation of
the consolidated financial statements are prepared for the same reporting date as the
Company. Consistent accounting policies are applied to like fransactions and events in similar
circumstances.

(a) Subsidiaries and business combination
Subsidiaries are entities (including structured entities) over which the Group is exposed, or
has rights, to variable returns from its involvement with the acquirees and has the ability
to affect those returns through its power over the acquirees.
The financial statements of subsidiaries are included in the consolidated financial
statements from the date the Group obtains control of the acquirees until the date the
Group loses control of the acquirees.

The Group applies the acquisition method to account for business combinations from the
acquisition date.

Areverse acquisition occurs if the entity thatissues securities (the legal acquirer) is identified
as the acquiree for accounting purposes and the entity whose equity interests are acquired
(legal acquiree) is the acquirer for accounting purposes.

The reverse acquisition reserve arises due to the elimination of the Company’s investment
in a subsidiary. Since the shareholders of the subsidiary became the majority shareholders
of the enlarged group, the acquisition is accounted for as though there is a confinuation of
the legal subsidiary’s financial statements. In reverse acquisition accounting, the business
combination’s costs are deemed to have been incurred by the legal subsidiary.

The accounting policy for goodwill is set out in Note 3.13.

When the excess is negative, a bargain purchase gain is recognised immediately in profit
or loss af the acquisition date.

Transaction costs, other than those associated with the issue of debt or equity securities,
that the Group incurs in connection with a business combination are expensed as incurred.

If the business combination is achieved in stages, the Group remeasures the previously
held equity interest in the acquiree to its acquisition-date fair value, and recognises the
resulting gain or loss, if any, in profit or loss. Amounts arising from interests in the acquiree
prior to the acquisition date that have previously been recognised in other comprehensive
income are reclassified fo profit or loss or fransferred directly to retained earnings on the
same basis as would be required if the acquirer had disposed directly of the previously
held equity interest.

Upon the loss of control of a subsidiary, the Group derecognises the assets and liabilities
of the former subsidiary, any non-controlling intferests and the other components of equity
related to the former subsidiary from the consolidated statement of financial position. Any
gain or loss arising on the loss of control is recognised in profit or loss. If the Group retains
any interest in the former subsidiary, then such interest is measured at fair value at the
date that controlis lost. Subsequently, it is accounted for as an associate, a joint venture,
an available-for-sale financial asset or a held for trading financial asset.

Changes in the Group's ownership interest in a subsidiary that do not result in a loss of
confrol are accounted for as equity fransactions. The difference between the Group's
share of net assets before and after the change, and the fair value of the consideration
received or paid, is recognised directly in equity.

(b) Non-controlling interests

Non-controlling interests represent the equity in subsidiaries not aftributable, directly or
indirectly, to owners of the Company and are presented separately in the consolidated
statement of financial position within equity.

Losses afttributable to the non-confrolling interests are allocated fo the non-controlling
intferests even if the losses exceed the non-controlling inferests.

(c) Associates

Associates are enfities over which the Group has significant influence, but not control, to
the financial and operating policies.

Investment in associates are accounted forin the consolidated financial statements using
the equity method.

Under the equity method, the investment in associates are initially recognised at cost.
The cost of investment includes transaction costs. Subsequently, the carrying amount is
adjusted o recognise changes in the Group's share of net assets of the associate.

When the Group's share of losses exceeds its interest in an associate, the carrying amount
of thatinterest including any long-term investments is reduced to zero, and the recognition
of further losses is discontinued except to the extent that the Group has an obligation or
has made payments on behalf of the associate.

The policy for
the recognition and measurement of impairment losses shall be applied on the same basis as
would be required for impairment of non-financial assets as disclosed in Note 3.17(b).

Foreign currency transactions are translated to the respective functional currencies of
the Group entities af the exchange rates prevailing at the dates of the transactions.

At the end of each reporting period, monetary items denominated in foreign currencies
are refranslated at the exchange rates prevailing at the reporting date.

Non-monetary items denominated in foreign currencies that are measured aft fair value
are retranslated at the rates prevailing at the dates the fair values were determined. Non-
monetary items denominated in foreign currencies that are measured at historical cost
are translated at the historical rates as at the dates of the inifial transactions.

Exchange differences arising on the translation are recognised in other comprehensive
income.

When a foreign operation is disposed of such that control, significant influence or joint
control is lost, the cumulative amount in foreign exchange franslation reserves related
to that foreign operation is reclassified to profit or loss. For a partial disposal not involving
loss of control of a subsidiary that includes a foreign operation, the proportionate share
of cumulative amount in foreign exchange franslatfion reserve is reattributed to non-
controlling interests.

3.5 Employee benefits
(a) Short term employee benefits

Short-term employee benefit obligations in respect of wages, salaries, social security
confributions, annual bonuses, paid annual leave, sick leave and non-monetary benefits
are recognised as an expense in the financial year where the employees have rendered
their services to the Group and the Company.

(b) Defined contribution plans

As required by law, the Group and the Company contribute to the Employees Provident
Fund (“EPF"), the national defined contribution plan. Such contributions are recognised as
an expense in the profit or loss in the period in which the employees render their services.

(c) Defined benefit plans

Certain subsidiaries of the Company operate an unfunded defined benefit scheme. Each
subsidiary’s net obligation in respect of defined benefit plans is calculated separately for
each plan by estimating the amount of future benefit that employees would have earned
in return for their service in the current and prior financial years, that benefit is discounted
to determine the present value and the fair value of any plan assets is deducted. The
discount rate is the market yield at the reporting date on high quality corporate bonds or
government bonds.

The calculation is performed by an actuarist using the projected unit credit method.
In the intervening years, the calculation may be updated by the actuarist based on
approximations unless material changes in demographics or business processes have
been identified that would cause doubt in the application of approximations, in which
case detailed analysis would be necessary at the interim date.

Remeasurement of the net defined benefit liability, which comprise actuarial gains and
losses, the return of plan assefs (excluding amounts included in net inferest on the net
defined benefit liability) and the effect of the asset ceiling (excluding amounts included
in net inferest on the net defined benefit liability), are recognised immediately in other
comprehensive income. Remeasurements are not reclassified to profit or loss in subsequent
periods.

The net interest is calculated by applying the discount to the net balance of the defined
benefit obligation and fair value of plan assefts, if any.

Borrowing costs

Borrowing costs are interests and other costs that the Group and the Company incur in
connection with borrowing of funds.

Borrowing costs that are not directly aftributable fo the acquisition, construction or production
of a qualifying asset are recognised in profit or loss using the effective interest method.

Borrowing costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production of
qualifying assets, which are assets that necessarily take a substantial period of time fo getready
for their intended use or sale, are capitalised as part of the cost of those assets, until such fime
as the assets are substantially ready for their intended use or sale.

The Group begins capitalising borrowing costs when the Group has incurred the expenditures
for the asset, incurred related borrowing costs and undertaken activities that are necessary to
prepare the asset for its intfended use or sale.

Investment income earned on the temporary investment of specific borrowings pending their
expenditure on qualifying assets is deducted from the borrowing costs eligible for capitalisation.

Taxes
(a) Income tax

Income tax expense in profit or loss comprises current and deferred tax. Current and
deferred tax are recognised in profit or loss except to the extent that it relates o a business
combination or items recognised directly in equity or other comprehensive income.

(i) Current tax

Current taxis the expected taxes payable orrecoverable on the taxable income or
loss for the financial year, using the tax rates that have been enacted or substantively
enacted by the end of the reporting period, and any adjustment to tax payable in
respect of previous financial years.

(ii) Deferred tax

Deferred tax is recognised using the liability method on temporary differences at
the reporting date between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying
amounts in the statements of financial position. Deferred tax liabilities are generally
recognised for all taxable temporary differences. Deferred tax assets are generally
recognised for all deductible temporary differences, unutilised tax losses and unused
tax credits, fo the extent that it is probable that future taxable profit will be available
against which the deductible temporary differences, unused tax losses and unused
tax credits can be utilised.

Deferred tax is not recognised if the temporary differences arise from the initial
recognition of assets and liabilities in a transaction which is not a business combination
and that affects neither the taxable profit nor the accounting profit. In addition,
deferred tax liabilities are not recognised if the temporary difference arises from the
initial recognition of goodwill.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each reporfing date and
reduced fo the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will
be available to allow the benefit of part or all of that deferred tax asset to be utilised.
Unrecognised deferred tax assets are reassessed at each reporting date and are
recognised fo the extent that it has become probable that future taxable profit will
allow the deferred tax assets to be utilised.

Deferred tax is measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the period
when the asset is realised or the liability is settled, based on tax rates and tax laws
that have been enacted or substantively enacted at the reporting date.

Where investment properties are carried at fair value in accordance with the
accounting policy as disclosed in Note 3.12, the amount of deferred taxrecognised is
measured using the taxrates that would apply on sale of those assets atf their carrying
value at the reporting date unless the property is depreciable and is held within
the business model whose objective is to consume substantially all the economic
benefits embodied in the property over time, rather than through sale.

Deferred tax relating fo items recognised outside profit or loss is recognised outside
profit or loss. Deferred tax items are recognised in correlation to the underlying
fransaction either in other comprehensive income or directly in equity.

Deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities are offset if there is legally enforceable
right to offset current tax assets against current tax liabilities and when they relate to

Financial guarantee contracts

A financial guarantee contract is a contract that requires the issuer fo make specified
payments to reimburse the holder for a loss it incurs because a specified debtor fails to
make payment when due in accordance with the original or modified terms of a debt
instrument.

Financial guarantee contracts are recognised initially as a liability at fair value, net
of tfransaction costs that are directly attributable to the issuance of the guarantee.
Subsequent fo initial recognition, the liability is measured at the higher of the best estimate
of the expenditure required to settle the present obligation at the reporting date and the
amount initially recognised less cumulative amortisation.

Regular way purchase or sale of financial assets

A regular way purchase or sale is a purchase or sale of a financial asset under a confract
whose terms require delivery of the asset within the time frame established generally by
regulation or convention in the marketplace concerned.

A regular way purchase or sale of financial assets is recognised and derecognised, as
applicable, using trade date accounfing (i.e. the date the Group and the Company
themselves purchase or sell an asset). Trade date accounting refers to:

(i) therecognition of an asset to be received and the liability fo pay for it on the frade
date; and

(i)  derecognition of an asset that is sold, recognition of any gain or loss on disposal and
the recognition of a receivable from the buyer for payment on the tfrade date.

Derecognition

A financial asset or a part of it is derecognised when, and only when, the contractual
rights to receive the cash flows from the financial asset expire or control of the asset is
not retained or substantially all of the risks and rewards of ownership of the financial asset
are transferred to another party. On derecognition of a financial asset, the difference
between the carrying amount and the sum of the consideration received (including any
new asset obtained less any new liability assumed) and any cumulative gain or loss that
had been recognised in other comprehensive income is recognised in profit or loss.

A financial liability or a part of it is derecognised when, and only when, the obligation
specified in the contract is discharged, cancelled or expires. On derecognition of a
financial liability, the difference between the carrying amount and the consideration paid,
including any non-cash assets transferred or liabilities assumed, is recognised in profit or
loss.

Offsetting of financial instruments

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount is presented in the
statements of financial position if there is a currently enforceable legal right to offset the
recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net basis, to realise the assets
and settle the liabilities simultaneously.
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3.9 Property, plant and equipment
(a) Recognition and measurement

Property, plant and equipment (other than freehold and leasehold land and buildings) are
measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and any accumulated impairment losses.
The policy for the recognition and measurement of impairment losses is in accordance
with Note 3.17(b).

Cost of assets includes expenditures that are directly attributable to the acquisition of the
asset and any other costs that are directly attributable fo bringing the asset to working
condition for its infended use, and the costs of dismantling and removing the items and
restoring the site on which they are located. The cost of self-constructed assets also includes
cost of materials, direct labour, and any other direct attributable costs but excludes
internal profits. For qualifying assets, borrowing costs are capitalised in accordance with
the accounting policy on borrowing costs in Note 3.6.

When significant parts of an item of property, plant and equipment have different useful
lives, they are accounted for as a separate items of property, plant and equipment.

Freehold and leasehold land and buildings are measured at fair value, based on
valuations by external independent valuers, less accumulated depreciation on buildings
and leasehold land and any accumulated impairment losses recognised after the date
of the revaluation. Valuations are performed with sufficient regularity to ensure that the
fair value of the freehold and leasehold land and buildings does not differ materially from
the carrying amount. Any accumulated depreciation as at the date of revaluation is
eliminated against the gross carrying amount of the asset and the net amount is restated
to the revalued amount of the asset.

A revaluation surplus is recognised in other comprehensive income and credited o the
revaluationreserve. However, the increase shall be recognised in profit or loss fo the extent
that it reverses a revaluation decrease of the same asset previously recognised in profit or
loss. If an asset’s carrying amount is decreased as a result of a revaluation, the decrease
shall be recognised in profit or loss. However, the decrease shall be recognised in other
comprehensive income to the extent of any credit balance existing in the revaluation
reserve in respect of that asset.

The revaluation reserve is transferred to retained earnings as the assets are used. The
amount of revaluation reserve transferred is the difference between depreciation based
on the revalued carrying amount of the asset and depreciation based on the asset’s
original cost, net of fax.

(b) Subsequent costs

The cost of replacing a part of an item of property, plant and equipment is included in
the asset’s carrying amount orrecognised as a separate asset, as appropriate, only when
it is probable that the future economic benefits associated with the part will flow to the
Group or the Company and its cost can be measured reliably. The carrying amount of
the replaced part is derecognised. All other repairs and maintenance are charged to
the profit or loss as incurred.

Freehold land has an unlimited useful life and therefore is not depreciated.

An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no
future economic benefits are expected from its use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising
on derecognition of the asset is recognised in profit or loss.

Capital work-in-progress

Capital work-in-progress is stated at cost less any accumulated impairment losses and includes
borrowing cost incurred during the period of constfruction.

No depreciation is provided on capital work-in-progress and upon completfion of construction,
the cost will be transferred to property, plant and equipment.

Leases

The determination of whether an arrangement is, or contains, alease is based on the substance
of the arrangement at the inception of the lease. The arrangement is, or contains, a lease if
fulfilment of the arrangement is dependent on the use of a specific asset or assets and the
arrangement conveys a right to use the asset or assefts.

Alease is classified as a finance lease if it transfers substantially all the risks and rewards incidental
fo ownership. All other leases that do not meet this criterion are classified as operating leases.

(a) Lessee accounting

If an entity in the Group is a lessee in a finance lease, it capitalises the leased asset and
recognises the related liability. The amount recognised at the inception date is the fair
value of the underlying leased asset or, if lower, the present value of the minimum lease
payments. Subsequent to initial recognition, the asset is accounted for in accordance
with the accounting policy applicable fo that assets.

Minimum lease payments are apportioned between the finance charge and the reduction
of the outstanding liability. The finance charge is allocated to each period during the lease
tferm so as to produce a constant periodic rate of inferest on the remaining balance of
the liability. Contingent lease payments are charged as expenses in the periods in which
they are incurred.

The capitalised leased asset is classified by nature as property, plant and equipment or
investment property.

For operating leases, the Group does not capitalise the leased asset or recognise the
related liability. Instead lease payments under an operating lease are recognised as an
expense on the straight-line basis over the lease term unless another systematic basis is
more representative of the time pattern of the user’s benefit.

(b) Lessor accounting

If an enfity in the Group is a lessor in an operating lease, the underlying asset is not
derecognised but is presented in the statement of financial position according fo the
nature of the asset.

3.12 Investment properties

Investment properties are properties held to earn rental income or for capital appreciation or
both.

Investment properties are initially measured at cost, including fransaction costs. Subsequent
fo initial recognition, investment properties are measured aft fair value. Gains and losses arising
from changes in the fair values of investment properties are recognised in profit or loss for the
period in which they arise.

Costincludes purchase price and any directly atfributable costs incurred fo bring the property
fo its present location and condition infended for use as an investment property.

An investment property is derecognised on their disposal or when it is permanently withdrawn
from use and no future economic benefits are expected fromits disposals. Any gains and losses
arising from derecognition of the asset is recognised in the profit or loss.

Transfers are made to or from investment property only when there is a change in use. For a
fransfer from investment property carried at fair value to owner-occupied property, the deemed
cost for subsequent accounting is the fair value at the date of change in use. For a fransfer
from owner-occupied property fo investment property, any difference arising on the date of
change in use between the carrying amount of the item immediately prior to the fransfer and
its fair value is recognised directly in equity as a revaluation of property, plant and equipment.

Goodwill and other intangible assets
(a) Goodwill

Gooduwill arising from business combinatfions is initially measured at cost, being the
excess of the aggregate of the consideration transferred and the amount recognised for
non-conftrolling interests, and any previous interest held, over the net identifiable assets
acquired and liabilities assumed. After inifially recognition, goodwill is measured at cost
less any accumulated impairment losses. The policy for the recognition and measurement
of impairment losses is in accordance with Note 3.17(b).

(b) Other intangible assets

Infangible assets, other than goodwill, that are acquired by the Group, which have
finite useful lives, are measured at cost less any accumulated amortisation and any
accumulated impairment losses. Amortisation is recognised in profit or loss on a sfraight-
line basis over the estimated useful lives of 8 to 20 years. Amortisation methods and useful
lives are reviewed at the end of each reporting period and adjusted, if appropriate.

Construction work-in-progress

Constfruction work-in-progress represents the gross unbilled amount expected to be collected
from customers for confract work performed to date. It is measured at cost plus profit recognised
to date less progress billing and recognised losses. Cost includes all expenditure related directly
to specific projects and an allocation of fixed and variable overheads incurred in the Group's
contract activities based on normal operating capacity.

Construction work-in-progress is presented as part of contract assets as amount owing by
confract customers in the statements of financial position for all contracts in which costs incurred
plus recognised profits exceed progress billings. If progress billings exceed costs incurred plus
recognised profits, then the difference is presented as amount owing fo confract customers
which is part of the contract liabilities in the statements of financial position.

Inventories
Inventories are measured at the lower of cost and net realisable value.

Costsincurred in bringing the inventories to their present location and condition are accounted
for as follows:

. Consumables and trading goods: the actual costs of purchase and incidentals in bringing
the inventories info store. These costs are assigned on a weighted average cost basis.

. Work-in-progress of services: the labour and other costs of personnel directly engaged in
providing the services, including supervisory personnel and attributable overheads.

Net realisable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, less the
estimated costs of completion and the estimated costs necessary to make the sale.

Cash and cash equivalents

For the purpose of the statements of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents comprise cash on
hand, bank balances and deposits and other short-term, highly liquid investments with a maturity
of three months or less, that are readily convertible to known amount of cash and which are
subject tfo an insignificant risk of changes in value. Cash and cash equivalents are presented
net of bank overdrafts.

3.17 Impairment of assets
(a) Impairment and uncollectibility of financial assets

At each reporting date, all financial assets (except for financial assets categorised as fair
value through profit or loss and investment in subsidiaries and associates) are assessed
whether there is any objective evidence of impairment as a result of one or more events
having an impact on the estimated future cash flows of the financial asset that can be
reliably estimated. Losses expected as a result of future events, no matter how likely, are
not recognised.

Evidence of impairment may include indications that the debtors or a group of debtors are
experiencing significant financial difficulty, default or delinquency in interest or principal
payments, the probability that they will enter bankruptcy or other financial reorganisation,
and where observable data indicates that there is a measurable decrease in the estimated
future cash flows, such as changes in arrears or economic conditions that correlate with
defaults.

Loans and receivables and held-to-maturity investments

The Group and the Company first assess whether objective evidence of impairment exists
individually for financial assets that are individually significant, and individually or collectively
for financial assefs that are not individually significant. If there is no objective evidence for
impairment exists for an individually assessed financial asset, whether significant or nof,
the Group and the Company include the financial asset in a group of financial assets with
similar credit risk characteristics and collectively assess them forimpairment. Financial assets
that are individually assessed for impairment for which an impairment loss is or continues
to be recognised are not included in the collective assessment of impairment.

The amount of impairment loss is measured as the difference between the financial asset’s
carrying amount and the present value of estimated future cash flows discounted at the
financial asset’s original effective interest rate. The carrying amount of the financial asset
is reduced through the use of an allowance account and the loss is recognised in profit
or loss.

If, in a subsequent period, the amount of the impairment loss decreases due to an event
occurring after the impairment was recognised, the previously recognised impairment loss
is reversed by adjusting an allowance account to the extent that the carrying amount of
the financial asset does not exceed what the amortised cost would have been had the
impairment not been recognised.

Loan together with the associated allowance are written off when there is no realistic
prospect of future recovery and all collateral has been realised or has been fransferred
to the Group and the Company. If a write-off is later recovered, the recovery is credited
to the profit or loss.

Impairment of non-financial assets

The carrying amounts of non-financial assets (except for inventories, amount due from
confract customers, deferred tax assets and investment properties measured at fair
value) are reviewed at the end of each reporting period to determine whether there is
any indication of impairment. If any such indication exists, the Group and the Company
make an estimate of the asset’s recoverable amount. For goodwill and intangible assets
that have indefinite useful life and are not yet available for use, the recoverable amount
is estimated at each reporting date.

For the purpose of impairment testing, assets are grouped together into the smallest group
of assets that generates cash inflows from continuing use that are largely independent of
the cash inflows of non-financial assets or cash-generating units (“CGUs”). Subject to an
operating segment ceiling test, for the purpose of goodwill impairment testing, CGUs to
which goodwill has been allocated are aggregated so that the level at which impairment
testing is performed reflects the lowest level at which goodwill is monitored for infernal
reporting purposes. The goodwill acquired in a business combination, for the purpose of
impairment testing, is allocated to a CGU or a group of CGUs that are expected to benefit
from the synergies of business combination.

The recoverable amount of an asset or a CGU is the higher of its fair value less costs of
disposal and its value-in-use. In assessing value-in-use, the estimated future cash flows
are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current
market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset or CGU.
In determining the fair value less costs of disposal, recent market fransactions are taken
into account. If no such transactions can be identified, an appropriate valuation model
is used.

Where the carrying amount of an asset exceed its recoverable amount, the carrying
amount of asset is reduced to its recoverable amount. Impairment losses recognised in
respect of a CGU or groups of CGUs are allocated first to reduce the carrying amount of
any goodwill allocated o those units or groups of units and then, fo reduce the carrying
amount of the other assets in the unit or groups of units on a pro-rata basis.

Impairment losses are recognised in profit or loss, except for assets that were previously
revalued with the revaluation surplus recognised in other comprehensive income. In the
latter case, the impairment is recognised in other comprehensive income up to the amount
of any previous revaluation.

Impairment losses in respect of goodwill are not reversed. For other assets, an assessment
is made at each reporting date as to whether there is any indication that previously
recognised impairment losses may no longer exist or may have decreased. Animpairment
loss is reversed only if there has been a change in the estimates used to determine the
assetsrecoverable amount since the lastimpairment loss was recognised. An impairment
loss is reversed only to the extent that the asset's carrying amount does not exceed the
carrying amount that would have been determined, net of depreciation or amortisation, if
no impairment loss had been recognised previously. Such reversal is recognised in profit or
loss unless the asset is measured at revalued amount, in which case the reversal is freated
as a revaluation increase.

3.18 Share capital

Ordinary shares are equity instruments. An equity instrument is a contfract that evidences a
residual interest in the assets of the Company after deducting all of its liabilities. Ordinary shares
are recorded at the proceeds received, net of directly attributable incremental fransaction
costs.

Prior to Companies Act 2016 which came into effect on 31 January 2017, incremental external
costs directly attributable to the issuance of new shares are deducted against the share
premium account. Effective on 31 January 2017 and subsequent period, incremental external
costs directly attributable fo the issuance of new shares are deducted against equity. Ordinary
shares are classified as equity. Dividends on ordinary shares are recognised in equity in the
period in which they are declared.

3.19 Provisions

Provisions are recognised when the Group and the Company have a present obligation (legal
or constructive) as aresult of a past event, it is probable that an outflow of economic resources
will be required to settle the obligation and the amount of the obligation can be estimated
reliably.

If the effect of the time value of money is material, provisions that are determined based on
the expected future cash flows o settle the obligation are discounted using a current pre-tax
rate that reflects current market assessments of the fime value of money and the risks specific
to the liability. When discounting is used, the increase in the provisions due to passage of time
is recognised as finance costs.

Provisions are reviewed at each reporting date and adjusted to reflect the current best estimate.
If it is no longer probable that an outflow of economic resources will be required to seftle the
obligation, the provision is reversed.

Provision for liabilities mainly comprise provision for dismantling, removal or restoration on
identified sites.

3.20 Earnings per share

The Group presents basic and diluted earnings per share (“EPS”) data for its ordinary shares.
Basic EPS is calculated by dividing the profit or loss atftributable to ordinary shareholders of the
Company by the weighted average number of ordinary shares outstanding during the period,
adjusted for own shares held.

Diluted EPS is determined by adjusting the profit orloss attributable to ordinary shareholders and
the weighted average number of ordinary shares outstanding, adjusted for own shares held,
for the effects of all dilutive potential ordinary shares.

Operating segments

Operating segments are reported in a manner consistent with the internal reporting provided to
the chief operating decision-maker. The Chief Executive Officer of the Group, who is responsible
for allocating resources and assessing performance of the operating segments, has been
identified as the chief operating decision maker that makes strategic decisions.

Fair value measurement

Fair value of an asset or a liability, except for share-based payment and lease transactions, is
determined as the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an
orderly fransaction between market participants at the measurement date. The measurement
assumes that the transaction o sell the asset or transfer the liability takes place either in the
principal market or in the absence of a principal market, in the most advantageous market.

For a non-financial asset, the fair value measurement takes into account a market participant’s
ability to generate economic benefits by using the asset in its highest and best use or by selling
it fo another market participant that would use the asset in its highest and best use.

When measuring the fair value of an asset or a liability, the Group and the Company use
observable market data as far as possible. Fair value is categorised into different levels in a fair
value hierarchy based on the input used in the valuation technique as follows:

Level 1: Quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets or liabilities that the
Group and the Company can access at the measurement date.

Level 2: Inputs other than quoted prices included within Level 1 that are observable for the
asset or liability, either directly or indirectly.

Level 3: Unobservable inputs for the asset or liability.

The Group and the Company recognise tfransfers between levels of the fair value hierarchy as
of the date of the event or change in circumstances that caused the transfers.

Contingencies
A confingent liability or asset is a possible obligation or asset that arises from past events and
whose existence will be confirmed only by the occurrence or non-occurrence of uncertain

future event(s) not wholly within the control of the Group and of the Company.

Confingent liability is also referred as a present obligation that arises from past events but is not
recognised because:

(a) it is not probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be
required to seftle the obligation; or
(b) the amount of the obligation cannot be measured with sufficient reliability.

Contingent liabilities and assets are not recognised in the statements of financial position.
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SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING JUDGEMENTS, ESTIMATES AND ASSUMPTIONS

Significant areas of estimation, uncertainty and critical judgements in applying accounting policies
that have significant effect in determining the amount recognised in the financial year include the
following:

(a) Impairment of goodwill

The Group assesses at each reporting date whether there is any indication that goodwill may
be impaired. For the purpose of assessing impairment, assets (including goodwill) are grouped
at the lowest level where there are separately identifiable cash flows (cash-generating
unifs). In determining the value-in-use of a cash-generating unit, the directors estimate the
discounted cash flows using reasonable and supportable inputs about sales, costs of sales
and other expenses based on past experience, current events and reasonably possible future
developments. Cash flows that are projected based on those inputs or assumptions and the
discount rate applied in the measurement of value in use may have a significant effect on the
Group's financial position and results if the actual cash flows are less than the expected.

The carrying amount of the Group's goodwill and key assumpftions used fo determine the
recoverable amount for different cash-generating units, including sensitivity analysis, are
disclosed in Note 13.

(b) Impairment of trade receivables

The Group recognises impairment losses for frade receivables using the incurred loss model. At
the end of each reporting period, the Group assesses whether there is any objective evidence
that trade and other receivables is impaired. Individually significant trade receivables are
tested for impairment separately by estimating the cash flows expected to be recoverable.
Impairment is applied to receivables where events or changes in circumstances indicate that
the carrying amounts may not be recoverable. The actual eventual losses may be different
from the impairment made and this may affect the Group’s financial position and results.

The carrying amounts of the Group’s trade receivables are disclosed in Note 18.
(c) Measurement of income taxes

The Group and the Company operate in various jurisdictions and are subject to income taxes
in each jurisdiction. Significant judgement is required in determining the Group’s and the
Company’s estimation for current and deferred taxes because the ultimate tax liability for the
Group as a whole is uncertain. When the final outcome of the tax payable is determined with
the tax authorities in each jurisdiction, the amounts might be different from the initial estimates
of the taxes payables. Such differences may impact the current and deferred taxes in the
period when such determination is made. The Group and the Company will make adjustments
for current or deferred taxes in respect of prior years in the current period on those differences
arise. The tax expense of the Group and the Company are disclosed in Notfe 9.

Amortisation and useful lives of intangible assets

The Group estimates the useful lives to amortise infangible assets based on the future
performance of the assets acquired and management’s judgement of the period over which
economic benefits will be derived from the assets. The estimated useful lives of other intangible
assefs are reviewed periodically, faking into consideration factors such as changes in fechnology.
The amount and timing of recorded expenses for any period would be affected by changesin
the estimates. A reduction in the estimated useful lives of the intangible assets would increase
the recorded expenses and decrease the non-current assets.

The cost of infangible asset is amortised on a straight line basis over the assets’ useful lives.
Directors estimate the useful lives of these intangible assets to be 8 to 20 years. The amortisation
period and the amortisation method for customer contracts and related customer relationship
are reviewed at least at each reporting date. Therefore, future amortisation charges could be
revised.

The carrying amount of the other intangible assets are disclosed Note 13.

(e) Construction contracts
Significant judgement is used in determining the stage of completion, the extent of the contract
costs incurred, the estimated total contract revenue (for confracts other than fixed price
contracts) and costs, as well as the recoverability of the confracts. Total contract revenue
also includes an estimation of the work that are recoverable from the customers. In making
judgements, the Group evaluates based on the past experience and work of specialists.
The carrying amounts of amount owing by contact customers and amount owing to contract
customers are disclosed in Note 19.

The operations of the Group and of the Company are subject to a variety of financial risks, including
credit risk, liquidity risk, foreign currency risk and interest rate risk. The Group and the Company have
formulated a financial risk management framework whose principal objective is to minimise the
Group's and the Company's exposure to risks and/or costs associated with the financing, investing
and operating activities of the Group and of the Company.

The following sections provide details regarding the Group’s and Company’s exposure to the above-
mentioned financial risks and the objectives, policies and processes for the management of these
risks.

(a) Creditrisk

Credit risk is the risk of loss that may arise on outstanding financial instruments should a
counterparty default on its obligations. The Group’s and the Company’s exposure to the credit
risk arises primarily from trade and other receivables. For cash and bank balances and deposits
with licensed bank, the Group and the Company minimises credit risk by dealing exclusively
with high credit rating financial institutions.

The Group’s and the Company’s objective is to seek continual revenue growth while minimising
losses incurred due to increased credit risk exposure. The Group and the Company frade only
with recognised and creditworthy third parties. In addition, receivables balances are monitored
on an on-going basis with the result that the Group's and the Company’s exposure fo bad debt
is not significant.

Foreign currency risk

Foreign currency risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash flows of a financial instrument
will fluctuate because of changes in foreign exchange rates.

The Group has fransactional currency exposure arising from sales, purchases, deposits and
borrowings that are denominated in a currency other than the respective functional currency
of the Group's entities, primarily RM. The foreign currencies in which these transactions are
denominated are mainly United States Dollar (“USD”) and Chinese Yuan (“CNY").

The Group and the Company also hold cash and cash equivalents denominated in foreign
currencies for working capital purposes. At the reporfing date, such foreign currency balances
(mainly in USD and Chinese Yuan (“CNY")) amounted to RM25,532,955 (2016: RM89,139,011)
and RM5,287 (2016: RM559,517) respectively.

The Group is also exposed to currency translation risk arising from its investments in foreign
operations. The Group's investments in Singapore, Indonesia, China, Cambodia, Thailand,
Myanmair, British Virgin Islands and Vietnam are not hedged as currency positions in the functional
currency of respective countries are considered to be long-term in nature.

(d) Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash flows of the Group’s and the Company’s
financial instruments will luctuate because of changes in market interest rates.

The Group's and the Company’s exposure to interest rate risk arises primarily from:
(i) Interest bearing financial assets
Cash deposits are short term in nature and are not held for speculative purposes.

The Group manages ifs interest rate yield by prudently placing deposits with varying
maturity periods.

(i) Interest bearing financial liabilities

The Group manages ifs interest rate exposure by maintaining a prudent mix of fixed and
floating borrowings. The Group actively reviews its debt portfolio, taking info account the
investment holding period and the nature of its assefts. This strategy allows it to capitalise
on cheaper funding in a low interest rate environment and achieve a certain level of
protection against rate hikes.

The primary objective of the Group's and the Company's capital management is to build and
maintain a strong capital base so as fo maintain healthy capital ratios and at the same fime be able
fo leverage on the capital to provide the funds fo fund their expansion and growth.

The Group and the Company manage their capital structure, and make adjustment to it, in the light
of changes in economic conditions. To maintain or adjust the capital structure, the Group and the
Company may adjust dividend payment to shareholders, return capital to shareholders or issue new
shares, raise new debfs and reduce existing debfs.

The Group and the Company monitor the level of dividends to be paid to shareholders. The Company’s
objectives are to pay outf regular dividends fo the shareholders based on the level of the Group's
and the Company'’s profitability and cash flows.

(“CGU"), including forecast growth rates and gross profit margin.
